Weitz FIFO Proposal

On Wednesday June 18, | called a meeting with representatives of defendants
and plaintiffs at which time we explored some of the defendants’ concerns
regarding increasing the number of FIFO cases scheduled for trial, concerns that
they would want reflected in a CMO amendment. They are (in no particular
order):

Due process (completed deposition, completed interrogatories, medical records,
SS records, full discovery schedule)

An understanding of the universe of cases
Consideration given to the staleness of records

In the case of deceased plaintiffs, confidence that there is an estate
representative legally entitled to pursue the claim

Remaining defendant lists carefully pared down early on (to avoid unnecessary
transaction costs) and NOSJMs promptly executed

Cases tried in FIFO order

No out of town depositions

Triggering mechanism for trial readiness
Penalty for failure to prepare cases on time

Separate judge(s) to handle the large volume of FIFOs, perhaps with a penchant
for settling cases.

The attorneys present at that initial conference and THOSE ATTORNEYS ONLY
will attend a follow up conference with Judge Freedman on Friday June 27 at 10
am.
